Kindergarten
Your students will consider change through the lens of Science, Geography and History. They will consider how their
community has changed over time, how the seasons change, and how living things change in order to survive.

Rationale
Many things in our lives keep changing, some of them we control and some of them we don't.

Essential questions
How have things changed since my grandparents were my age?
How do the seasons change our world?
How can we use our senses to help us learn about our changing world?
How do living things change to survive?
